
The National Legal Center was established in 2002 by the 121st resolution of the 
Government. It was re-structured for an expansion of its activities in accordance 
with 18th resolution of the Government, and its name was changed to the       
National Legal Institute.  

The National Legal Institute is a public organization for research, training, and 
information activities for the purpose of providing advice and assistance in the 
formulation of national legislative policies and for the improvement of legal     
services in Mongolia. The Institute has functioned to provide legal education and 
service of legal information for lawyers, jurists, and public in order to support  
activities of professional legal education and law science and to further the rule of 
law in Mongolia.  

Maintain the Integrated Legal Information System, as collecting and 
updating the database by legislation and other information; serve the 
citizen, state and other organization by information on legislation; 
advertise the legislation and legal related information through     
effective, coherent and accessible ways; and translate, publish     
legislation, handbook and documents for the public.  

Conduct policy and applicative research work on issues of general 
legal policy by an order of the Ministry of Justice and Home Affairs 
for providing the information and conception as an assistance for 
drafting a legislation. 

Enhance the citizen«s legal awareness, educate and consult the   
public by knowing legislation and legal knowledge, advertising    
legislation and coordinating legal training in the society.    
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This is a formal and digital database of all Mongolian laws. Today, 
there are more than 12,000 legal acts that have been uploaded to this 
digital database. The Integrated Legal Information System, 
www.legalinfo.mn is one of the most accessed web portals in Mongolia.
